Following a traumatic childhood, Phil has had a long 

history of substance misuse. It grew worse throughout 
the years until it began to affect every area of his life 

and eventually it led to the breakdown of his marriage. 
His mental health continued to decline and he ended up 

homeless with nowhere to turn. 

Years later, and Phil is now on the road to recovery, and is 
no longer sleeping rough. It is so important to him now to 
see his children and rebuild his relationship with them. He 
is an active guy and when Phil asked for a bike to visit his 

family more regularly, CHC were happy to provide one. Now 
Phil gets to see his children more and without worrying 

about the cost.
